We have done a good job of meeting our financial == g 4) i@
obligations for the year to date. We are 75 percent of the way through the year, and our =&
offering income totals 76.9 percent of our budget. Fortunately, our income has been
adequate to meet continue operating without having to excessively rely on subsidies from our endowment fund. It
is wonderful to have endowment funds left to us mostly by past friends and members. However, it is also
important to preserve it when possible so that our church can thrive long into the future.
